RULES & REGULATIONS 
 
Players are expected to read the rulebook from the Tournament Director for information on the format, 
rules, schedule of play, and so forth. 
 
RULES 
 
• WPA rules of play 
• Lag for the opening break, alternating break 
• Rack by referee using the triangle rack provided. 

o Athletes may not approach or inspect the rack. 
• 30-second shot clock on the feature table only. For the other tables, the referee will monitor and 
enforce the WPA slow play rule if necessary. 

o Extended 60-second shot clock after the break. 
o One (1) 30-second extension per game 
o The shot clock begins when all balls have come to rest, and the opposing athlete sits in his or 
her chair 

• Each round of play is scheduled for 2 hours. 
• No open practice is allowed at all on the arena table. The two athletes scheduled on the arena table 
may shoot one rack each prior to the match. 
• Between matches, athletes may practice with alternate racks until match time. 
• If a table does not become available until match time or later, athletes may shoot one rack each prior 
to beginning the match. 
 
 
 
 



FORMAT 
 
STAGE 1 
 
• 24 athletes. 
• Double elimination to the final 8 athletes 
• Race to 7 for girls, boys under 17 and  boys under 19 
 
STAGE 2 
 
• Final 8 athletes from Stage 1. 
• Race to 7 for girls, boys under 17 and  boys under 19 
 

START OF EVENT 
 
World events may have an Opening Ceremony and player's will be provided with advance notice of their 
required appearance if scheduled. 
 
We encourage you to allow plenty of time before and after the event for travel. The accepted practice 
is to arrive at least one day prior to the start of play. Neither Predator nor WPA are responsible for airline 
delays, lost luggage, traffic jams or any other travel-related issue that could cause you to miss or arrive 
late for your first match. Matches are not delayed or accelerated to accommodate travel issues. 
 
Therefore, you are advised to arrive no later than the day before the event begins and leave no sooner 
than the day after the event ends. 

 

VISA INFORMATION 
 
Traveling to Spain – What You Need to Do 

• EU/EEA/Swiss citizens → Just bring a valid ID card or passport. Nothing else needed. 
• Visa-exempt countries (USA, Canada, UK, Japan, Brazil, etc.) → Bring your valid passport. No visa 

required. (ETIAS will be introduced soon, but not yet in force.) 
• All other countries (India, China, Morocco, Turkey, etc.) → You must apply for a Schengen 

visa before traveling.

DRESS CODE 
 
APPROVED CLOTHING 
 
Pants 
Long dress pants; no shorter than 2 inches above the ankle. Women may wear skirt or dress which 
cover the knees. Colors: neutral, solid colors - beige, brown, dark blue, dark green, gray. and black. 
Denim material is not allowed except dark black color and not ripped. 
 
Shoes 
Clean black shoes (incl. black sole) Closed toe shoes 
Sandals/ flip-flops/ crocks (or similar) are not allowed. 
 
Shirt 
Clean collared sleeve (long or short) shirt or polo of any color. Shirt or polo must be tucked in. 
Women may wear an elegant top, a blouse or a dress which needs to cover the shoulders. 
A full zipped jacket is allowed (hoodies are not allowed). T-shirts are not allowed. 
Same logo rules apply to shirt, polo- and jackets 
PROHIBITED CLOTHING 
Under no circumstances will the organization accept any of these clothing: 
 
• Athletic wear of any kind, including but not limited to sweats, swimwear, jogging suits, uniforms, 
jerseys, or any type of pants with contrasting stripes not associated with formal wear. 
• Shorts of any kind, regardless of apparent length. Pants must be normal in respect to the 
appropriate rise in relation to the length of garment and may not be excessively baggy or loose 
fitting. 
• Overalls, coveralls, jeans, hats, headphones, or earpieces (unless medical need, proof required) 
 
LOGOS & PATCHES 
Up to 6 commercial sponsors spots 6 sq/inch or 38.4 sq/cm 
Up to 3 apparel manufacturer logo 3 sq/inch or 19.2 sq/cm 
If a manufacturer logo is bigger than 3 sq/inch or 20 sq/cm, it will account for a commercial logo. 
These logos should be placed in positions 1-6 and/or C on the diagram. Text on jerseys will be treated 
as a sponsor logo, unless it is the athlete’s name, nickname, or country they represent. 
No Full back logos. 
Back can be - 1 in the top of the back and ONLY for apparel manufacturer logo player's name, 
country's name or flag. 
 



In addition, the Pro Billiard Series may provide athletes 
with one additional patch for the event. This should be 
displayed as shown in position (1) on the image. 
 
Logos may not exceed sixty-five (65) square centimeters. 
The athlete must submit to the organization), before his 
or her first match, samples of all sponsor logos for 
approval. Logos should only be worn in the positions 
shown in the image to the right.  
 
The organization reserves the authority to disallow any 
sponsor logos for any reason, including but not limited 
to not submitting logo for approval or conflicting with any other event or broadcast sponsor.
